To get to the park:  Take M-59 to M-53 and go north to 26 Mile 
Road.  Go west on 26 Mile Rd past Mound Road and follow the 
signs to the left into the park.  OR  ALTERNATELY, You can take 
M-59 to Dequindre Rd and go north to 25 Mile Rd (Runyan Rd). 
Turn right (east) on 25 Mile and go about 1 mile to Shelby Rd.  
Turn Left (north) and follow the signs into the park. 

 

Park Info:  A trail system for mountain biking has recently been 
established at Stony Creek.  It includes some less technical, and 
some very challenging sections.  If you have not experienced 
these trails yet, come on out!  You’ll be glad you did!  The riding 
and running here are great, and there is a lake for boating with 
a beach for swimming.  The park is open year ‘round.   

 

Park entry is $3 per  car  on race day, or an annual permit is $15. 

The race course is a loop of exciting single-track and two-track 
trails approximately 6-1/2 miles long . It includes challenging hills, 
technical single track, fast flats,  and lots of FUN!  The trails are 
open to mountain bikes daily… Come out and Pre-ride - you will 
enjoy it!  All racers do two loops for an approximate race 
distance of 13 miles.
